· First, a “perfect storm” of three problems that together pose great risks for our society, our democracy and our global competitiveness

· Second, this year’s elections—presidential, congressional, state and local, and

· Third, demographic forecasts of a majority minority population by 2042

2. Components of the Perfect Storm

First is the wide disparity in literacy and number skills among our school age and adult populations.
Second are seismic economic changes resulting in new sources of wealth, novel patterns in international trade … and a shift in the balance between capital and labor.
Third is sweeping demographic change. We are becoming older and more diverse. All labor market growth will be immigrant-based
